S outh Coast AQMD is beginning a public process —

2304) to reduce air pollution from local commercial
marine ports. The Ports of Los Angeles and Long Beach are
the two busiest marine container ports in the nation and the
largest emissions source in the South Coast region.

The South Coast AQMD Governing Board had directed
staff to work with the Ports on a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) until February 4, 2022, and then
shift efforts to develop a rule if no agreement was reached.
Although the Port of Long Beach’s MOU proposal did
include a number of clean air investments, the Ports’
overall proposals did not provide sufficient measures to
reduce emissions. The Ports’ proposal also did not allow
for enforceability should the agreed upon actions not be
implemented.

Once the
air quality complaint is submitted and received, a complaint
number will be issued. Users can then track the status of the
complaint from their phone.

Board approved approximately $47 million to 46
school districts located across South Coast AQMD’s
jurisdiction. These funds will be used to replace
178 high-emitting school buses with zero and near-
zero emission school buses along with helping install
supporting infrastructure.

In December 2021 the South Coast AQMD Governing

Replacing older, high-polluting buses helps reduce smog
forming emissions while also helping to reduce school
children’s exposure to toxic diesel exhaust. Since the
School Bus program started in 2001 the South Coast
AQMD has spent over $325 million to replace over 1,800
school buses and retrofit 3,400 buses with filters to trap
particulate matter pollution.

APPROVED TO REPLACE
DIRTY EQUIPMENT

Board approved $140.7 million in incentive projects that

will replace older, higher polluting diesel vehicles and
equipment with cleaner technologies that will reduce emissions
such as Nitrogen Oxides (NOx) and Particulate Matter (PM).

O n January 7, 2022, the South Coast AQMD Governing

Upgraded equipment will include heavy-duty trucks, off-road
agricultural and construction equipment as well as locomotives
and cargo handling equipment. Additionally, funds were awarded
to support charging infrastructure projects.

These projects will provide estimated reductions benefits of 434
tons/year of NOx and 10.5 ton/year of PM. More than 80 percent
of the awarded projects will benefit disadvantaged and low-
income communities.

The projects will be funded under South Coast AQMD’s Carl
Moyer, Funding Agricultural Replacement Measures for Emission
Reductions (FARMER), Surplus Off-Road Opt-in for NOx
(SOON), State Reserve and Community Air Protection Programs.

6. Southeast Los Angeles.

Except for South Los Angeles, all communities in the program are in the
implementation phase of the program and meet quarterly. The South Los
Angeles Community is currently developing their air monitoring and emissions
reduction plans which are expected to be considered for adoption by the South
Coast AQMD Governing Board in June 2022.

Additionally, South Coast AQMD hosted two of three Truck Incentives
Workshops on December 1,2021, and January 26, 2022. These virtual
workshops are opportunities for community stakeholders to provide input
and guide project plans for heavy-duty truck incentive funds within AB 617
communities. Small business owners and independent owners/operators of
Class 4-8 trucks are encouraged to attend and provide feedback at the next
workshop on March 30, 2022.

YOU BURN SEASON
CLOSES WITH 30
NO-BURN DAYS
THIS WINTER

outh Coast AQMD issued 35 No-Burn
day alerts across the South Coast Air

Basin during the tenth Check Before
You Burn season. This is an increase from
last year’s 25 No-Burn days, and above
the 5-year seasonal average of 21 days.
Unfavorable meteorology in November
and early December along with increased
emissions from the ports may have
contributed to the increase.

Every winter from November 1 to the

last day in February, when levels of fine
particulate matter (PM2.5) are forecast to
be high, South Coast AQMD meteorologists
issue a 24-hour ban on burning wood

or manufactured fire logs for residential
fireplaces and outdoor fire pits.

Smoke caused by burning wood in
fireplaces can emit approximately five tons
of harmful PM2.5 emissions per day in

the South Coast Air Basin. That is equal

to PM2.5 emissions from all passenger
vehicles in the Basin. However, during the
Check Before You Burn season when wood
burning activities are more common, the
PM2.5 emissions from this source can be
twice as high compared to an average day
in the year. Exposure to PM.2 is associated
with premature death, respiratory and
cardiovascular disease, and other health
issues. Reducing wood burning on No-Burn
days is critical to protect public health and
is an important tool to help the region meet
federal health-based clean air standards for
PM2.5
