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RULE 1216. PRESIDING OFFICER 
 
For the purpose of this Regulation, "Presiding Officer" shall mean a hearing officer 
appointed pursuant to Rule 1215, or any member of the District Board who is designated 
a Presiding Officer, or who, alone is conducting a hearing pursuant to Rule 1215.  
"Presiding Officer" shall also mean the Chairman of the District Board when the hearing is 
conducted before the District Board; provided, however, in such instance, that the rulings 
of the Chairman shall be subject to review and vote by the District Board if requested by 
any Board member.
